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Scientific Name: Galeocerdo cuvier

• Named for the striped markings found on their back and sides
• Capable of reaching up to 18 feet in length
• Their diet includes sea turtles, fish, seabirds, even non-food items
• Currently listed as ‘Near Threatened’ on the IUCN Red List
