
These are actually cousins to sharks and rays, also
cartilaginous fish in a group called "Ghost Sharks!"
 
They are relatively small, only reaching around 3 ft (1m)
in length! 
 
They have 2 rabbit-like teeth, composed of sheets that
continually grow throughout their lives instead of many
individual teeth like humans!
